“I do think we return the best guard in the
country and the best big man in the country,”
Kansas coach Bill Self said. “I think if you’re go-
ing to start a team, why not have an anchor and
why not have a guard?” 

Aldrich and Cole are the first teammates cho-
sen to the preseason team since J.J. Redick and
Shelden Williams of Duke in 2005-06. 

The 6-9 Patterson averaged 17.9 points and 9.3
rebounds for the Wildcats last season and he’s ex-
pected to be more of an inside presence this sea-
son with the addition of freshman point guard
John Wall to new coach John Calipari’s offense. 

Singler averaged 16.5 points and 7.7 rebounds
last season for the Blue Devils but his role should
change to more of a perimeter one this season.
